1.4 Background And Previous Solid Waste Planning Efforts  
The CRSWMP has continued to perform education and outreach activities throughout the 
previous planning period. These outreach activities were summarized in the various Biennial 
Compliance Updates for the previous planning period. Activities include but are not limited to: 
¶ Tabling at public outreach events annually including but not limited to swap events, 

Department of Recreation Playstreets Events, Upper Madison Street Fair, and local 
neighborhood events. 

¶ The PURC maintained a website from 2014-2021 to provide a platform to share 
information about waste reduction and recycling to all members of the community.  It 
included links to most of the municipal programs as well as general information to promote 
and educate about waste reduction, reuse, and recycling. Presently, the website is no 
longer in operation and was taken down due to being out of date. The CRSWMP plans to 
get a new website up and running in 2026.

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3.4 Data Gaps and Information Needs  
 
3.4.1 Solid Waste Management Facilities Inventory  

This LSWMP was prepared in the spring of 2025 for the planning period 2026-2035. The waste 
generation quantity and waste type was determined by reviewing the 2024 annual reports for the 
solid waste management faciltiies that are located both inside and outside the Planning Unit and 
receive waste originating from wtihin the Planning Unit. Section 2.2.3 summarizes the data gaps, 
assumptions, and information needs that were encountered during the waste calculations for the 
2024 reporting year.  
 
3.4.2 Waste Reduction and Diversion Managed by Facilities not Required to Permit or 

Report Activities to DEC on Annual Reports  

The CRSMP has many programs enouraging waste diversion, resuse and reduction, lead by the 
municipalities and civic groups within the planning region that are not quantified on an annual 
report to DEC.  These include but are not limited to: 

1. Organic Material processed by backyard compost bins; 
2. SWAP events where individuals can bring items that they would otherwise throw out in 

exchange for items that they may need. 
3. Individuals may choose not to buy an item in order to prevent the item from being 

discarded. 

The CRSWMP will discuss data collected to quantify these activities in order during the 
semiannual PURC Meetings to track progress and to include in their waste generation and 
diversion biennial updates. In addition, the CRSMP will review the Green NY Council initiatives to 
ensure data within the planning unit is being represented in the biennial updates.  

 
3.4.3 Solid Waste Management Programs  

Currently resource constraints in the form of funding and staff are the largest barrier preventing 
CRSWMP from implementing waste reduction programs and other waste management programs. 
Individual municipalities members may not be able to offer recycling of specific harder to recycle 
items due to cost constraints (items such as Mattresses).  As reported in the 2023-2024 Biennial 
Compliance Update for the previous LSWMP, the PURC continues to identify and apply for grant 
opportunities on behalf of the CRSWMP Planning Unit. 
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operation and maintenance for ongoing waste collection, recycling, and disposal services, closure 
and post-closure costs for the closure of waste management facilities and post-closure care, 
administration costs associated with the management and coordination of waste management 
programs, and insurance coverage for liabilities related to waste management operations. 
Revenues are generated from fees charged for waste collection and disposal services, fines for 
non-compliance with waste management regulations, income from the sale of recyclables and 
energy recovered from waste, general fund contributions from municipal budgets to support waste 
management programs, and special district charges levied within specific districts to fund waste 
management initiatives.  
 
Funding mechanisms include state and federal grants to support waste management projects, 
loans for infrastructure development and program implementation, and public-private 
partnerships that provide collaborative funding arrangements between government entities and 
private companies. 

 
 
As each municipality offers different levels of solid waste management, each municipality within 
the Planning Unit relies on different sources of revenues to cover expenses. Figure 4-1 and 4-2 
summarize the revenue and expenses within the planning unit for solid waste management.

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The overall revenue generated from the 
Planning Unit related to waste 
management activities in 2024 was 
$5,159,000.00 and overall expenditures 
were $12,475,000. While the revenue 
generated is not sufficient to cover the 
operational costs, the municipalities 
utilize general funds and grant funding to 
cover the deficit. Should a capital 
investment be needed as a result of the 
LSWMP process, it would be assessed 
during the budget review process for the 
affected municipality.   
 
Table 4-2 provides a description of all 
costs and revenues generated by each 
municipality in the Planning Unit as it 
pertains to the management of solid 
waste. Data was generated referencing

The CRSWMP planning unit operates within a comprehensive legal and regulatory framework 
that governs solid waste management practices. Existing laws and regulations include source 
separation laws mandating the separation of recyclable materials from waste, waste importation 
and disposal prohibitions restricting the importation and disposal of certain types of waste, flow 
control or local hauler licensing laws regulating the licensing of waste haulers and controlling 
waste flow, and zoning laws affecting land use regulations for waste management facilities. 
Enforcement involves compliance monitoring through regular inspections and monitoring to 
ensure adherence to waste management regulations, and penalties such as fines for violations 
of waste management laws. Policies include environmental justice requirements to ensure 
equitable waste management practices across all communities, product stewardship initiatives to 
promote the responsible management of products throughout their lifecycle, green procurement 
policies to encourage the purchase of environmentally friendly products, and sustainability 
initiatives to promote sustainable waste management practices.

4.4 Waste Importation and Flow Control  

The municipalities in the Planning Unit currently do not have any laws limiting the export of solid 
waste and recyclables to or from the Planning Unit. This results in a significant portion of the 
waste generated in the Planning Unit being exported to privately owned and operated facilities 
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outside of the Planning Unit. However, the Planning Unit is not interested in exploring the 
feasibility of enacting flow control regulations.

Table 5-1 presents that qualitative analysis of the new programs and program enhancements 
associated with the 15 alternatives selected to evaluate.

6.

generated by the CRSWMP Planning Unit.

Table 7-1 includes the MSW waste stream projections for each year of the Planning Period 
including both the total quantity generated and the estimated composition by material type. The 
NYSDEC Population and MSW Composition Calculator was used to determine the MSW 
generated for each year of the planning period. The inputs to this calculator included selecting 
the appropriate planning unit (CRSWMP), choosing the planning period (2026-2035), entering the 
MSW generated for the 2025 reporting year, and choosing a reduction factor of (0.5%). Please 
note that because this report was prepared in 2025, the MSW generated for the 2025 reporting 
year was unknown. Therefore, as directed by the NYSDEC Population and MSW Composition 
Calculator, the projected MSW generation rate for 2025 of 5.31 lbs/person/day was used. The 
projected MSW generation rate for 2025 was calculated using the MSW disposal and diverted 
(recycled) tonnage for 2024 as shown in Table 2-2 of this report. A copy of the NYSDEC 
Population and MSW Composition Calculator used during the development of this LSWMP is 
available upon request.

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WASTE CALCULATIONS ASSUMPTIONS
To calculate the quantity of waste generated within the Planning Unit as well as the quantity of
waste disposed of and recycled in 2024, several assumptions were required to be made due to
inconsistencies in the data reporting on the solid waste facility forms submitted to NYSDEC
annually. In general the consistency was the priority focus of the waste calculations to ensure the
same assumptions were made across facilities. As described below there were three main
assumptions:

1. No final destination specified:

a. Many of the solid waste facility reports reviewed had no final destination for some
or all of the waste they received, therefore an assumption had to be made to
determine if the waste was disposed of at a landfill or diverted and considered
“recycled”.

2. No or unclear origin specified:

a. The Planning Unit is comprised of 13 municipalities located across two counties.
Many solid waste facilities report the waste they receive by the county in which it
originates and not always the individual municipality or the Planning Unit.

3. Unfortunately, the PURC was unable to collect and assess recycling data from CII
sources for the Planning Unit in 2024. For the purpose of this update, 2018 data was
used to present the commercial, industrial and institutional (CII) contribution to recycling
and data from annual reports from other facilities were incorporated into the recycling rate
calculation. The Planning Unit believes that the majority of CII manage their waste
similarly to the municipalities and primarily rely on private waste haulers who transport
waste to the nearest transfer station and/or disposal facility. The Planning Unit believes
that the majority of waste generated from CII sources is captured in the annual reports
for solid waste facilities.

These three types of assumptions are likely to impact the waste calculation numbers, however,
currently the Planning Unit has not conducted data collection efforts and must rely on the annual
reports for waste calculations.

2024 Assumptions
The following assumptions were made during review of the 2024 annual reports and waste
generation calculations. The waste calculations are shown in the 2024 Waste Inventory and 2024
Recycling Inventory (Appendix A ).

�x County Waste & Recycling Services, Inc. – Clifton Park (Transfer Station)

o This transfer station is located within the Saratoga County Planning Unit and
transports waste from the CRSWMP to the Town of Colonie Landfill and Seneca
Meadows Landfill. Since this intermediate destination is located outside of the
CRSWMP it is assumed that the quantity of waste received from the CRSWMP
was not counted as coming from the CRSWMP in the Town of Colonie Landfill and
Seneca Meadows Landfill annual reports which would have considered the waste
from the Saratoga County Planning Unit. No final destination was listed for the
C&D Debris received by this facility, it was assumed that all C&D was landfilled.

o This facility submitted a C&D Debris Handling and Recovery annual report for the
2024 reporting year. No final destination was provided for the C&D debris received



by this facility. Assumed that all the C&D debris was sent to an unspecified landfill
as this facility is a transfer station and does not have the infrastructure for
recycling/processing C&D debris.

�x County Waste & Recycling Services, Inc. – Troy (Transfer Station)

o Waste from the CRSWMP Planning Unit makes up approximately 16% of the C&D
debris received at this facility. Assuming approximately 16% of the bulk metal
recovered from the C&D debris at this facility was from the CRSWMP. Final
disposal destination for the remaining C&D was not included in the 2024 report.
Assumed that the quantity of C&D that was not recovered was landfilled. This
transfer station is located within the City of Troy Planning Unit and transports waste
from the CRSWMP to the Town of Colonie Landfill, Seneca Meadows Landfill, and
Sierra Processing. Since this intermediate destination is located outside of the
CRSWMP it is assumed that the quantity of waste received from the CRSWMP
was not counted as coming from the CRSWMP in the Town of Colonie Landfill,
Seneca Meadows Landfill, and Sierra Processing annual reports which would have
considered the waste from the City of Troy Planning Unit.

�x Murphy Rolloff (Transfer Station)

o C&D debris from the CRSWMP Planning Unit makes up approximately 26% of the
total C&D debris received at this facility. Assumed approximately 26% of the bulk
metal recovered from the C&D debris was from the Planning Unit.

�x W.M. Biers Inc. (Transfer Station)

o No final destination listed for the yard waste received by this facility from the
CRSWMP Planning Unit. Assumed all yard waste was recycled/composted and
not sent to a landfill.

�x Town of East Greenbush Transfer Station

o Approximately 3329 tons of sewage treatment plant sludge originating from the
Town of East Greenbush was sent to the Town of Colonie Landfill. The 2024 Town
of Colonie Landfill only reported receiving 17.72 tons of “SS Grit” material from the
Town of East Greenbush. SS Grit is considered commercial waste. Therefore it
was assumed that these two quantities were different material, and both were
counted in the disposal calculations.

�x Dunn C&D Landfill

o This facility’s annual report did not specify where the MSW and tires this facility
received originated from. Assumed this waste was not from the CRSWMP
Planning Unit as this facility is located outside of the Planning Unit.

�x Town of Colonie Landfill

o Assumed that the waste origin location “Rensselaer” in the 2024 annual report
refers to the City of Rensselaer as there are other references to Rensselaer County
in the report.

�x Albany Recycling/Casella Recycling (Recyclables Handing and Recovery Facility)

o Final destinations of the materials included in this annual report are listed as
“Proprietary” and only include the state or county in some cases. Unable to track
exact final destination of material. Assumed that the material was recycled and
processed material was sold to commodity buyers.



�x Sierra Processing (Recyclables Handing and Recovery Facility)

o Assumed that approximately 70% of the waste received from the CRSWMP was
recycled and 30% of it was sent to the Town of Colonie Landfill based on the fact
that 30% of the total waste received by this facility was sent to the Town of Colonie
Landfill.

�x BBC Aggregate Recycling (Recyclables Handing and Recovery Facility)

o No final destination was listed for the C&D debris material received by this facility.
Assumed that all the C&D debris was recycled.

�x Nathan H Kelman (Scrap Metal Processor & Vehicle Dismantling Facility)

o The 2024 annual report incorrectly states that this facility is within the CRSWMP
Planning Unit. Based on the facility’s address it is located within the Town of
Colonie Planning Unit. The final destination for the ferrous scrap metal processed
by this facility is located in the CRSWMP Planning Unit, no origin location is
provided therefore assuming the ferrous scrap metal was from the Planning Unit.

�x W.M. of New York LLC – Poestenkill, NY (Transfer Station)

o C&D debris from the CRSWMP Planning Unit makes up approximately 2% of the
total C&D debris received at this facility. Assumed approximately 2% of the bulk
metal recovered from the C&D debris was from the Planning Unit.

�x Rensselaer Iron and Steel (Vehicle Dismantling Facility)

o This facility notes that automotive batteries were recycled and stored on-site at the
end of 2024. Assumed that the total quantity of automotive batteries was recycled.

�x Tri City Recycling LLC

o Scrap Metal Processing Facility Annual Report

�ƒ This facility is not located within the Planning Unit. Their report does not
specify the origin of the metal they received. The report states that
60235.50 tons of ferrous scrap metal was sent to an unknown facility in the
CRSWMP. Since the origin of this material is unknown, it was not counted
in the waste or recycling numbers for 2024 and assumed that any waste
generated in the Planning Unit and processed by this facility would be
captured by other annual reports.

o Vehicle Dismantling Facility Annual Report

�ƒ This facility is not located within the Planning Unit. As in the Scrap Metal
Processing Facility Annual report, the origin of the material they received
was not specified. The report states that the facility sent 60235.50 tons of
ferrous scrap metal was sent to an unknown facility in the CRSWMP. Since
this is the exact same quantity as what was reported in the Scrap Metal
Processing Facility Annual Report, the same assumption to not include
these quantities in the  waste disposal or recycling numbers was made.
